2. Minutes of meeting held on 18th May 2015 were proposed by Peter Harper and seconded by Murray Sim.
Matters arising - ER will ask Argyll and Bute Council to undertake an assessment of village signage including passing places markings on the pier road 

3. There were no declarations of interest
4. Policing Matters

Apologies from Constable Simpson
DS read out the update from Constable Simpson.  The following crimes were committed in the last two months:
· Simple assault

· Vandalism

· 2 x breach of the peace

· Numerous traffic offences 

· Theft - smash rear window of van and removal of a saw

· Theft – two 14 ft galvanised steel gates near to Dalavich owned by forestry commission and 5 gallon container containing 3 gallons of chain oil and small batteries

In addition there were 3 incidents phoned into police relation to the pier:
· Suspect persons near to pier on the 24/7/15

· 2 incidents phoned on the 5/8/15 regarding 5 campervans appearing – being aggressive, not controlling their dogs and human excrement

Police actions undertaken

· Argyll & Bute council have also been contacted 

· More regular patrols to the pier

Key issues:

a) The issues regarding the camping at the pier were discussed. DS had spoken to Constable Simpson who had agreed to give the pier more visits and to brief her colleagues as to the issues at the pier. He emphasized that the police should be called if people see inappropriate or criminal acts.    It appears that the site is being advertised on websites as a suitable location for wild camping.  The increased number of caravans, campervans and tents is intimidating and deterring visitors, in addition the bins are overflowing and there is excrement on the shore.   DS had spoken to Douglas Grierson, Access Officer for Argyll and Bute Council who had provided examples of possible signage.  DS showed those present an example of signage erected in Kintyre.  It was agreed that the signage would be helpful and it was agreed that the CC would contact the land owner seeking his permission.  Amenity Services had been contacted to see if it was possible to increase the frequency of refuse collections or increase the capacity of the bins.  Environmental Health had also been contacted by ER.  Consideration was also given to erecting “goal posts” to restrict the height of vehicles accessing the pier and precluding camper vans.  This could cause an access issue for legitimate users, issues collecting refuse and there was nowhere to turn.  However it was not ruled out and could be reconsidered if signage didn’t make any difference 
b) Speeding.  Constable Simpson has arranged to have the speed monitoring equipment to be used again on Hall Brae and possibly the back road at the CCs request.  DS stated that this would generate statistics to determine whether a speed campaign or traffic calming measures could be justified. Cllr McCuish said that the Council have a traffic camera (contact is Brian Rattray) and if evidence of speeding is provided to the Area Committee  they can endorse it and and recommend to the Council roads dept that the TCC get signage.  ER said that Connel were also looking at this issue.  Les Stewart in Connel has bought a speed camera and the CC have used it , Ardchattan community council have also borrowed it – DS may call Les if any delay to Police equipment.  The Head of Roads, Jim Smith is offering to work in partnership with community councils  if 
Traffic signs required, i.e. CC help pay for signage.
c) Speeding on the main road is worse than it has ever been.  Sunday is one of the worst days.  DS to speak to Alison Simpson re speeding on main road and consideration should be given to increased signage
5. Secretary’s Report

a) There has been a request from Dawnfresh to give a presentation at the next meeting on their plans for development in Loch Etive.  There is a planning application currently advertised and it was agreed that a public meeting be organized ..
b) Consultation on police call handling – DS offered to share link.  DS stated that he understood need to centralize calls  but the lack of a phone number to a staffed Police Station when Village constable not available meant that opportunities to ask queries or exchange information at local level with someone with local knowledge could be missed.

9. Village Matters

a. Camping at the pier was discussed in policing matters

b. Hanging baskets – DS, DT and MS met to discuss locations for baskets.  There has been a delay getting the tubs.
c. Trees growing on the old road bridge over the Nant have been investigated and are dangerous and are destroying the bridge and they will be shallow routed so could easily be blown down.  DMcN said that The bridge was built by General Cauldfied in 1780. and the bridge stopped being used in the 1930s when the new road was built.  
The bridge isn’t listed but is of historic significance and it was agreed that efforts should be made to cut back the trees and vegetation.  It was uncertain who owns the bridge and ER offered to investigate.   
d.  DS met with the John Yellowlees (Scotrail) and James Wilkin on 30 July where it was confirmed that there is still a budget to beautify the station.  Along with railway adopters DS offered to write article in support of additional trains.  John also offered to ask Network rail if their yard could be used to produce additional car parking for the main street.  
e. Request for signage for Airds, as all other small communities are signed. DS to contact Bear Scotland. 

f. Japanese knotweed – spraying Donald thanked very much for taking this on, regrettably treating of Himalayan balsam is a lost cause as it has spread so widely throughout the village.
g. The verges on the backroad need cut – DS to contact Council

h.  DS suggested holding an annual Scarecrow competition in the village as a good promotional opportunity for the community.  These events have successfully been held in Kintyre, on the Ross of Mull and Lismore.  Members were encouraged give it some thought and discuss it at the next meeting
